Access to the National Film Board of Canada

You can go to this direct link to create your profile: http://nfb.ca/transaction/subscriptions/
Fill in the information (name, email, username, password) then click "Create Your Profile".
NOTE: This is the same process as an individual teacher buying the service  (i.e you will see a price) but you won’t have to enter any billing information or be charged once you select your school.
You will then need to enter your school's name or postal code, find it in the list, click on it and click 'Continue'. At this point you will be registered to the nfb.ca/education website and have access to all new films and features.
You will see a link to a welcome page presenting the new features and how to use them. You can now use the visual bookmarking and create chapters and playlists, as well as instruction on where you can access selected films and resources. You can create clips and playlists in their profile to be accessed at a later time.
You can log in to your account anytime by using the link "Access your personal homepage" in the top of any page on http://nfb.ca.
Please note: Most films are open access (about 2,000), but the teacher resources (guides, visual bookmarking) and top educational films (about 500) are only accessible once you have created your username/password. If you are looking through the site and come across some blocked material, that is because you are not logged in. Once you log in, you will have access to everything.
