o Supervises, monitors, evaluates, mentors and inspires students by providing them structured 
opportunities to observe, and participate in outdoor programs 

o Provides equipment, facilities and programs for community users 
o Operates and maintains various equipment (ie. chainsaw, boat, snow machine, ATV, water pump, 

scientific equipment, etc.)
